AK Hockey (Auckland Hockey)
Representative  Player Code of Conduct 

General requirements of Players selected into AK Hockey Representative Teams
 
1. Players must keep themselves fit and attend and participate in all training sessions (to the best of their skill and ability) as directed by the Team Coach and / or Team Manager, unless prevented by illness or injury, in which case the player should notify their Coach and Team Manager, prior to practices or games.

2. Player Contributions: All players must pay the full amount of their Player Contributions to Auckland Hockey by one week before National Tournament. 

3. Inform the Team Manager of any problems immediately so that Auckland Hockey may assist with resolving these issues at the earliest opportunity.

4. If anything arises during the season that a player is dissatisfied with, the player should inform the Team Manager in the first instance. If this does not suitably address the matter then the player should inform the AK Hockey Office or Auckland Hockey CEO.

5. Any AK Hockey uniform item that is damaged or lost, while in the player’s possession, will be charged out to the player at replacement cost. Players will not be eligible to train or play for Auckland until uniform or payment is received. Any special circumstances will be considered at the discretion of the AK Office.

6. Where a player is responsible for loss or damage to other property while with the representative team, they will be charged for the replacement/repair cost. Players will not be eligible to train or play for Auckland until payment is received for replacement/repair. Any special circumstances will be considered at the discretion of the AK Office.

Code of Conduct

1. AK Hockey expects the highest possible standards of conduct and discipline from its representative players.

2. Players must comply with the following policies:
· Hockey New Zealand Safety Policies
· Hockey New Zealand Player Welfare Ruling
· Hockey New Zealand Anti-Doping Policy
· Auckland Hockey Code of Conduct
· Hockey New Zealand Code of Conduct

3. Representative players should uphold the strong tradition of pride and respect for AK Hockey and the players that have represented Auckland Hockey before them.

4. If players have a personal blog or other publicly accessible online presence (e.g. Facebook, Twitter) they should use a disclaimer that all opinions expressed are theirs. In line with the spirit of the Auckland Hockey Code of Conduct players must not make any comments that may reflect poorly on or damage the reputation of  Auckland Hockey or anyone associated with the Auckland Hockey Representative programme.


5. Players will follow the directions given by the Coach and/or Team Manager 

6. Players must not indulge in unacceptable behaviour whilst representing AK Hockey, at any time with or away with the team, beginning from selection, including on the field during play, throughout build up, at place of accommodation and while travelling to and from tournament. For the avoidance of doubt U18 Players are prohibited from drinking Alcohol, taking illicit substances or Vaping or Smoking while in the care of Auckland Hockey.

7. In the event of a serious breach, a player’s position in the team will be revoked.  If such measure is deemed necessary by the management and the player is required to return home, the player agrees to meet any additional costs, which accrue if the breach occurs while at an away fixture.

8. Should a player sustain an injury or take ill, at any time while included in the Representative programme, the player must immediately advise the Team Manager and Coach, who may in turn advise the AKH Office.

9. All information provided is strictly confidential and solely for the purposes of AK Hockey, and personnel travelling with the representative team.  Where information is provided to others (e.g. other players in the team, media, HNZ), this will be mutually agreed between the Auckland Hockey Support Staff and or the AK Hockey Office and the player.

10. In keeping with the Hockey New Zealand directive, U18/U15 players are to refrain from consuming alcohol, and refrain from smoking and vaping, at any time during tournament, including travelling to and from their destination.

I have read and acknowledge the above and agree to abide by the above requirements of representative players and the Representative player code of conduct.
In the event of a player having to return home due to misconduct, I/we agree to meet the costs over and above those already paid.
